The cleanroom glazing element consists of two aluminium frames and glass
panels glued onto the frames. The glass panels are flush with the aluminium
frame — only the bonding of the glass panels along the system studs is visible.
The glass panels are hooked into the system studs.

This glazing system can be combined with the partition system
Multiclean CLVT.

The glazing system excels in high air tightness and is easy to clean and
disinfect. GMP- and DIN EN ISO 14644 suitable design. The surface is even,
flush, suitable for flush installation and does not contain any outgassing or
particle emitting materials. The partition joints are optionally sealed with a clean
room suitable sealant.
